This walk follows the military road which
climbs steadily towards Willsworthy Camp.
Although it is a linear walk the views in
each direction are stunningly different. On
the outward journey you will find yourself
looking into the heart of the north moor
with Hare Tor and Sharp Tor in the distance.

Returning to the car park the distant views
are of the rolling wooded hills and small
fields of West Devon and East Cornwall.
Look out for the famous landmark of the
church of St. Michael de la Rupe situated
on the summit of Brent Tor.

Car parking is on a firm area off the A386
at the start of this walk.

Please note that part of this route is within
Willsworthy Training Area and traverses
exposed country. Before entering this area
you must check whether firing is scheduled.
Information on firing times is available from
local newspapers, at Dartmoor National Park
Information Centres or by telephoning

0800 4584868. When firing is taking place
on the ranges, warning signals (red flags

by day and lights by night) are displayed

on prominent tors. It is then dangerous to
cross the line of red and white poles which
mark the range boundary.
