Higher Mapstone (formerly known as The Sentry) is located approximately 1km north of
Lustleigh on high ground surrounded by pasture fields and mature woodland.

A timber storage building is
located on its southern side. The surrounding land amounts to 3ha (8 acres).

The application is for permission to replace the dwelling and storage building with a new
dwelling to be located on the fringe of woodland on the western side of the existing dwelling.
The dwelling is to be set within the steeply sloping site on two levels. A garage/studio is
proposed on the higher level.

The submitted design is considered to be sympathetic to the landscape, using natural
materials which will blend with the trees and slope of the site. The existing buildings are
of no architectural merit. The dwelling is innovative in design and will enhance the site.

Observations

This is a site which lies outside the village of Lustleigh in a predominantly rural location
characterised by isolated dwellings in large plots. The existing dwelling is a simple rendered
bungalow which has a rather incongruous uPVC conservatory on its front, southern elevation.
There is a large timber storage shed on the site and foundations to indicate the presence of a
range of other buildings, including a double garage, which have recently been removed from
the site. Access is off a single track lane with a driveway that sweeps across the open field to
the south.

The site has the benefit of an extant planning permission, granted in September 2004, for the
replacement of the existing dwelling with a striking modern dwelling. That permission is
unlikely to be pursued now that the ownership of the site has changed together with a
realisation that construction costs were likely to be prohibitive. The latest proposal is a less
radical design laid out on an east-west axis down the sloping site. The dwelling has two
principal parts; the main dwelling at the higher level incorporating living space, a bedroom and
access to the roof terrace which is above further bedrooms set at the lower level. Part of this
volume is set below existing ground levels. The dwelling is orientated to take advantage of
passive solar gain and is to be constructed of sustainable materials with super insulated walls.
The exterior of the building is to be clad in stone with a sedum roof covering the main section



of the building. The woodland surrounding the building will remain and provide a natural
setting to the building. Above the dwelling, at the level of the existing dwelling, a garage/studio
is proposed. This will house a plant room with equipment to process energy from a ground
source heat pump and water recycling system together with roof mounted solar panels.

Local Plan policy HS7, concerning the replacement of existing dwellings in the open
countryside, is a saved policy. This requires an assessment of relative volumes and
consideration of the enhancement opportunity presented by the replacement. In this case the
principle of replacing the existing dwelling remains acceptable. The volume of the existing
buildings, prior to the demolition of some of the outbuildings, equated to 1073 cu m. The
recent removal of the double garage, greenhouse and stores have reduced the volume of the
remaining buildings to 624.34 cu m. The above ground volume of the proposed replacement
is 847 cu m. The impact is lessened by the majority of the building being set below the brow of
the slope. The volume compares favourably with that approved under the previous scheme
which amounted to 1028.7 cu m.

The principle of a replacement dwelling in this location continues to be acceptable. The
proposed design is bold and modern in approach using traditional materials and finishes.
While it does not have the dramatic impact of that previously approved it should sit comfortably
within this woodland setting and offers a real opportunity to remove a visible and unattractive
building from a ridgeline location. Protection of the woodland setting and appropriate
additional landscaping should allow the dwelling to blend with its surroundings.

Reasons for Recommendation

Having regard to the relevant policy(ies), CO2 of the Devon Structure Plan, policy(ies)

Observations

Sortridge Farm currently consists of 42 acres of grazing land, two modern cattle sheds and some
older agricultural buildings situated on land that slopes southwards towards the A386 and the River
Walkham. The farm buildings are visible from properties to the west, Roborough Common on the
opposite side of the valley to the south-west and the A386 heading north out of Horrabridge.

Permission has also been granted for a new sheep shed adjoining the original livestock building
and a new beef unit on land a short distance to the west. These, however, remain to be



constructed.

A visit to the site in May 2007 confirmed a report from West Devon Borough Council that extensive
tipping of inert waste material was taking place on sloping land to the west of the farm buildings,
where permission has been granted for the 418sgm beef unit. This deposit of soil and stone has
changed the ground levels and contours considerably, extending approximately 25m into the field
and reaching depths of approximately 3m. The slope of the ground is such that by extending the
yard to the west, a higher bank has been formed and in landscape terms this, and the raised yard,
are considered to be unacceptable.

The landowner was advised that permission was required for the deposit of waste and for the
subsequent engineering works of levelling and compacting the material and was advised to cease
the development forthwith.

During a meeting in October 2007 with the landowner and his agent, the landowner stated that he
no longer wishes to build the approved beef unit but wishes to have a yard in lieu of the building.
The approved drawings for the beef unit however, show that the level ground on which the building
was to be built was to be formed through a 'cut and fill' operation and not wholly on raised ground.
There was no approval for a yard to the west of the proposed beef unit.

Although various options were discussed in terms of re-using and re-grading the deposited waste,
the landowner was advised that it is likely that much of the imported material will need to be
removed from the land. The landowner was advised to prepare some accurate sections showing
the ground levels and their relationship with the approved buildings in order to calculate how much
material has been deposited and how much may need to be removed. The landowners agent
undertook to obtain the necessary survey and submit the plans as soon as possible.

No survey drawings or applications have been received for the raising of the land and the
deposited waste remains. With no alternative proposal submitted, it is now considered necessary
to seek authorisation for legal action to secure the removal of the deposited material and the
restoration of the land.

Members may be interested to note that the Authority has received a number of applications in the
past couple of months for the construction of a 23m x 20m livestock shed in place of an approved
sheep shed, the installation of a 10 tonne livestock feed silo and an outline application for the
erection of a four-bedroom farmhouse.

The main issue in this appeal was identified as whether or not the proposed dwelling would
conserve or enhance the natural beauty and cultural heritage of this part of the National Park.

The Inspector accepted that the ridge height of the proposed dwelling was similar to that of the
previously approved single storey dwelling and design details had been taken from the
adjacent converted school building. However the proposal carries the ridge and eaves
uniformly across the whole building, which together with the gables makes the building unduly
prominent. The greater depth and footprint results in a dwelling considerably greater in size
and dominance than that already approved. In addition, the more formal and strident
architectural handling of the south elevation, with its strong symmetry, dominant gables and
balcony, would compete with or even diminish the visual contribution the existing school house
makes to the area.



He concluded that due to the size, design, proximity to open landscape, relationship with the
school house and other historic buildings, the proposed dwelling would cause serious harm to
the character of the area, contrary to central government advice in PPS1 and PPS7 as well as
contrary to Policy CO2 of the Devon Structure Plan and policies GP2 and BL1 of the Local
Plan.

The main issue was considered to be the effect of the proposed development on the
appearance and character of the National Park.

The Inspector concluded that despite excavation of the land, the building would be a visually
dominant structure when viewed from the adjacent lane, as well as from distant views such as
a bridleway to the south and from Ramshorn Down. From these distant vantage points it is
clear that the field pattern with boundary hedges and trees is typical of the wider pastoral
landscape. The introduction of an isolated building into this undeveloped area would neither
preserve nor enhance the landscape quality and scenic beauty of the area. In addition it would
not set a favourable precedent.

The Inspector considered the building would not relate well to landscape features and be in
excess of the minimum necessary to provide shelter and hay storage for three horses contrary
to Local Plan policy FD3.

He also commented that the disposal of small parcels of agricultural land is likely to lead to
increasing demand for dispersed buildings for purposes previously served by farmstead
buildings. In these circumstances it is vitally important to ensure that such new buildings are
sited and designed to have the least impact possible.

Three main issues were identified in this appeal. Firstly whether the proposal complies with
established planning policies relating to new housing in the open countryside, secondly the
effect on highway safety and thirdly the effect on the character and appearance of
Crockernwell Conservation Area.

As Crockernwell is not identified in the development plan as either a local centre or a selected
rural settlement, in policy terms the site is confirmed to be in open countryside where policies
of development restraint apply. There is no overriding justification for the proposed dwelling.

The Inspector noted that the existing building, described as a garage, is in fact a workshop. In
addition the recently constructed hardstanding is unauthorised. Neither feature persuaded the
Inspector that the proposed development would not result in an intensification of vehicular
movements. He concurred with the Highway Authority's serious reservations about the
restricted width of the lane, shared use with pedestrians and inadequate visibility at the
junction with the main road.

Whilst the Inspector noted that the site currently has a neutral effect on the conservation area,
albeit somewhat compromised by recent works, further widening of the access by removing
more of the hedgebank would be detrimental. In addition, as design and landscaping were
reserved for future consideration, there would be no way to ensure that proposed
development would either preserve or enhance the conservation area.
