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Dartmoor National Park Authority’s Local Developmen t Framework 
1 Local Development Frameworks (LDFs) are portfolios of Local 
Development Documents (LDDs). LDDs can be Development Plan Documents 
(DPDs) or Supplementary Planning Documents (SPDs). Other LDDs which form 
part of the LDF are the Statement of Community Involvement (SCI) and the 
Annual Monitoring Report (AMR). These documents were introduced as a result 
of the 2004 Act and the accompanying regulations1. The Local Development 
Scheme (LDS) sets out the range of LDDs to be prepared and the timetable for 
preparing them.  
 
2 The Dartmoor National Park Authority is the local planning authority for the 
whole of the National Park area. The National Park Authority’s LDS sets out the 
following range of documents to be prepared:

3 All LDDs must be consistent with national planning policy and should be in 
general conformity with the Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS). Unlike previous 
regional planning guidance, RSSs have development plan status. It is important 
therefore that there is a consistency of approach for assessing and managing 
flood risk at the national, regional and local scales. The draft Regional Spatial 
Strategy for the South West 2006 - 2026 was published for public consultation in 
June 2006 and will be subject to an examination in public commencing in April 
2007 
 
4 LPAs are must prepare LDDs which, among other things, set out policies 
for the control of development that avoid flood risk to people and property where 
possible and manage it elsewhere, reflecting the approach to the management of 
flood risk set out in PPS25 and the Regional Spatial Strategy. In areas where 
flooding issues have been identified, usually referred to as flood risk areas, those 
issues need to be addressed by appropriate policies and/or constraints set out in 
the LDDs.
