
Option E

Please note, the section of main road from
Dunnabridge is quite busy and the route is fairly
hilly.  However, the road past Combestone and
Venford is probably one of the most scenic 
roads on Dartmoor so worth a bit of climbing!
1 From Postbridge car park, turn right and 

then next left, over a cattle grid.  Follow 
the road to Bellever.  Pass through the 
village and head towards the clapper bridge, 
turning right into the Forest car park. Go 
through the car park passing the toilets on 
your right before reaching a wooden gate.

2 Go through the gate and turn left to join 
the main track to Laughter Hole Farm.

3 Go up hill and continue through gate 
- signed Working Farm.  Follow the track 
through the farm and out of gate at the end.

4 After exiting the farm, keep on right hand 
track - signed public bridlepath County 
Road B3357.

5 Where the main track levels out and turns 
sharply to the right, leave the track,  head 
straight on and go through a gate - signed 
public bridlepath Dunnabridge Pound.

6 Continue straight on, through two 
gates, until the main road is reached 
at Dunnabridge. 
Take care on this busy main road.  

7 Turn left along main road and 
continue for approximately 1.5 miles 
(2.5 km) to Hexworthy Cross.  

8 Turn right - signed Hexworthy and Venford
Reservoir and descend to Huccaby Bridge 
before climbing steeply.  At the top, 
continue on the road - signed Holne.

9 Continue on this road for 4.3 miles (7 km) 
passing Combestone Tor and Venford 
Reservoir, before descending to Holne village.

10 IGNORE the first right - signed Scorriton
but take next right - signed Holne Village 
Centre at Little Cross.

11 Continue through the village on the road 
- signed Buckfastleigh.

12 Approximately 0.3 miles (0.5 km) after 
village, turn left - signed Shuttaford.

13 Approximately 0.4 miles (0.75 km) later, 
after a steep descent, and immediately 
after passing a farm, turn right, down a 
track.  Continue along the track, which 
can be muddy in places, for approximately 
1.4 miles (2.25 km).  Descend steeply at 
first, then more gently.

14 At the T-junction turn right over the bridge.
15 At the T-junction turn left.
16 At Fritz’s Grave, turn right - signed 

Buckfastleigh.
17 At the next T-junction left - signed 

Buckfastleigh.
18 At Round Cross turn right -signed 

Buckfastleigh and descend into town.
