The Dartmoor Freewheeler is a bike bus
service being provided by Dartmoor
National Park Authority on Sundays 
from 20 April until 28 September 2008.

This service enables you to travel by
minibus, with your bike on an attached
trailer (maximum of 12 bikes per trip), 
up onto Dartmoor.  You can then 
enjoy a mainly downhill ride home!  
All for just £5 – a great value day out.

Who is this service for?
The Dartmoor Freewheeler is open to
anyone – from a leisure cyclist to a more
experienced club rider.  Children’s bikes can
be accommodated (minimum wheel rim size
20 inches), but we regret no tag-a-longs,
tandems, trikes or recumbents. Please note:
some of the terrain covered by the routes
may not be suitable for road bikes.
